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MINUTES
MEETING OF THE ACADEMIC AFFAIRS COMMITTEE
November 10, 2011

Committee Chairman Jacobs convened the meeting at 9:30 a.m. at the University of Connecticut, Rome
Commons Ballroom, Storrs Campus. On a motion by Committee Chairman Jacobs, seconded by
Trustee Archambault, the minutes of the September 28, 2011 meeting were approved as circulated.

Provost Nicholls introduced Action Item #2, Approval of Tenure at Hire. Moved by Trustee Shepperd,
seconded by Trustee Buckman, the Committee recommended the approval of tenure at hire to the full
Board.

Provost Nicholls introduced Action Item #3, Appointment of Dr. Richard L. Schwab to the Neag
Professorship in the Neag School of Education. Provost Nicholls noted that Dr. Schwab is Director of
the Institute of Urban School Improvement at the Neag School of Education and Professor of
Educational Leadership. Previously, he served as Dean of the Neag School of Education, Dean of the
School of Education at Drake University, Department Head of Educational Leadership at Drake, and
Professor and Director of Field Experiences at the University of New Hampshire. Provost Nicholls
introduced Dr. Thomas DeFranco, Dean of the Neag School of Education, who thanked the Neag family
for their continued support of UConn and the School of Education. Dean DeFranco reiterated the
Provost’s support for Dr. Schwab’s appointment. Trustee Archambault praised Dr. Schwab for his
service to UConn and his scholarly success. Moved by Trustee Archambault, seconded my Trustee
Buckman, the Committee recommended the appointment to the full Board.

Provost Nicholls introduced Action Item #4, Approval to Amend the By-Laws of the University of
Connecticut (Article IX-The University Senate). Provost Nicholls noted that the proposed changes will
align current University Senate practices with the By-Laws. The University Senate approved the
proposed changes on February 28, 2011. A notification of proposed changes was brought to the Board’s
attention on August, 3, 2011. Since then, a small, yet important, change has been made to reflect the
University of Connecticut Health Center’s role in regards to the University Senate, which was brought to
the Board’s attention on September 28, 2011. Moved by Trustee Archambault, seconded by Trustee
Shepperd, the Committee recommended the approval to the full Board.

Provost Nicholls introduced Action Item #5, Approval of the Graduate Certificate Program in Clinical
and Translational Research (CTR) in the School of Medicine at the University of Connecticut Health
Center. Provost Nicholls introduced Dr. Carolyn Lin, Associate Dean of the Graduate School, who
commented that the CTR program is designed to broaden the reach of the core curriculum developed for
the Master of Science in Clinical and Translational Research (MSCTR). The target audience is clinicians
that require the knowledge to collaborate successfully with research colleagues, but may not be in a
position to embark on an independent research career. The objective of the Certificate Program in CTR
is to provide a core curriculum in clinical research methods and biostatistical analysis. The students will
be able to apply their knowledge of clinical research methods to work with content experts to create



well-designed clinical and translational research protocols. The certificate program will require students
to take credits of core coursework as is offered in the MSCTR. The program will be offered to
individuals with advanced clinical degrees (MD, DMD, PharmD, PhD in a clinical field). Committee
Chairman Jacobs emphasized the importance of translational research in modern medical research.
Trustee Buckman inquired into the usual number of credits for a graduate certificate and the number
required for the CTR. Dr. Lin confirmed that the CTR’s credit requirements — nine — fall within the
usual twelve-credit or less threshold. Moved by Trustee Shepperd, seconded by Trustee Lobo, the
Committee recommended the program approval to the full Board.

Provost Nicholls introduced Action Item #6, Approval of the Location Modification to offer the
English Major at the Avery Point Campus. Provost Nicholls explained that the English major is
currently available at all regional campuses except Avery Point. Offering the major at Avery Point will
provide access to one of CLAS’s most popular majors for students of Southeastern Connecticut. Avery
Point will need to add a senior capstone course to their course catalog to offer the major to enrolled
students. Moved by Trustee Shepperd, seconded by Trustee Archambault, the Committee recommended
the approval to the full Board.

Provost Nicholls introduced Presentation Item #7, Ethan Butler, Undergraduate Student, Chemical
Engineering, Udall Scholar and NCHC Portz Fellowship Recipient. Provost Nicholls noted that Mr.
Butler currently serves as President of the University of Connecticut’s Chapter of Engineers Without
Borders and is actively involved with the environmental community at UConn. Ethan presented
information about his work in Engineers Without Borders, and explained that in the future, he hopes to
found a company that is dedicated to developing appropriate technological solutions to the water and
energy crises.

Provost Nicholls introduced Presentation Item #8, Digital Media Center, Timothy Hunter, Professor
and Center Director. Professor Hunter joined the faculty at the University of Connecticut in the fall of
2007 having spent the previous twenty-five years based in New York City and designing internationally.
Professor Hunter presented on his areas of expertise, digital animation design & production, lighting
design, scenic design and video projection design. He explained the ways that the Center and affiliated
programs have expanded at UConn and the ways in which multiple departments and schools are
involved. The Digital Media Center was established by the Board of Trustees on April 13, 2011.

Provost Nicholls introduced Presentation Item #9, Research at UConn, Suman Singha, Senior Vice
Provost and Vice President for Research. Dr. Singha reported on the status of research funds, trends,
and provided the Committee with brief synopses of research areas in Genetics, Pharmaceutical Sciences,
Animal Science, Plant Science, and Chemical, Material, and Bimolecular Engineering.

With no further business, Committee Chairman Jacobs adjourned the meeting at 10:30 a.m.
