














It is also important to note that the Foundation is seeing dramatic increases in the overall number
of donors in several critical categories, including: those who contribute at least $25,000.
Comparing FY 2015 with FY 2014, the Foundation saw this set of donors swell by approximately
23%. The corresponding donations accounted for $66 million of the $78 million raised in FY 2015
and serve as strong evidence that mid to high-level donors are confident with the direction UConn
is headed and with the integrity of the Foundation itself.
