Dear Carolyn, 

I am pleased to submit a revised version of my report “Angler survey of the Connecticut River” for publication in the EEB Articles section of the UConn Digital Commons.  I have made two small revisions to variable definitions in Equations 7 and 8 in Appendix 1.  The changes are detailed below:
Equation 7

Old text: Wh = weighting factor for day-type stratum h = (total number of days of type h sampled during the Season) / (total number of days of type h in the Season)
New text: Wh = weighting factor for day-type stratum h = (Nh / N), where Nh = number of days in day-type stratum h and N = number of days in the Season

Equation 8
Old text: nh = number of days sampled in day-type stratum h, Nh = number of possible samples in day-type stratum h
New text: nh = number of days sampled in day-type stratum h, Nh = number of days in day-type stratum
The correction to Equation 7 is essentially a typo correction (the original text incorrectly defined the variable Wh).  The correction to Equation 8 is intended to clarify the definition of the two variables concerned.
